Professor Carroll has interests in aesthetic theory, philosophy of 
film, philosophy of literature, philosophy of the visual arts, social and 
cultural theory, philosophy of history, ethics, philosophy of the emo-
tions, and the history of early modern philosophy.

he has written for The Chicago Reader, Artforum, In These Times, Dance Magazine, 
Soho Weekly News, and The Village Voice.  Professor Carroll is Past-President of the 
American Society for Aesthetics.  In 2002, Professor Carroll received a Guggenheim fel-
lowship to explore the relationship of philosophy and dance.  He has also written five 
documentaries.
